The TACT study.

The results of the TACT (Trial to Assess Chelation Therapy) can hardly be underestimated. 

Since many cardiologists opposed providing patients for this study, it often stagnated. Through the perseverance and huge efforts of the investigators, the study continued and the trial came to an endpoint where a suitable conclusion could be made.

This conclusion is based on the All-cause mortality, MI, stroke, coronary revascularisation and hospitalisation for angina. Nothing else. In spite of many other factors that could contribute to the success of chelation therapy, only the above-mentioned was used, - and it provided statistical evidence.

The significance of this trial is that chelation therapy is now a factor that can not be denied or neglected any more by conservative medicine. All those adversaries, maintaining that chelation therapy is without scientific evidence, can no longer use this argument.

This implies that future studies do not always have to be published in PubMed, but may also count as Evidence Based studies in peer-reviewed publications which could significantly contribute to the effect of EDTA chelation therapy.

Also, well funded studies that in the past have been refused by peer- reviewed medical papers now have a better chance to be accepted. 

There is much need for a well-documented study to be published and now we all are much more motivated. 

Our IBCMT scientific committee would welcome such a study and assist in the publication process.
